RSS (an abbreviation for "Really Simple Syndication
is a collection of web tools used to distribute
continually updated content such as news headlines,
podcasts, or blogs right to your PC. The RSS
document, which is called a web feed, could contain
either a summary of content from a web site orftitle
text of the site.

Microsoft Streets and Trips 2007 with GPS

With this application on your laptop you have the
luxury of setting up your trip at home and then ii$e
the car. A laptop screen is four times bigger than
navigator installed in a car or fifteen to tweniyes
bigger than a portable GPS.

Microsoft Streets and Trips is a powerful mapping
program, loaded with maps of cities and towns with
nearby lodging, food and points of interest. Téet t
directions for the trip include construction wargsn
and these can be updated just before you leave.

A great feature is the ability to click on a sewtiof
your route and drag it to another road or location.

You can preset your trip with choices, such ag siaal

end times, stops, speed, freeway or non-freeway,
shortest distance or shortest time. I've learrede
careful of using Shortest Distance; it may take géfu

a freeway to city streets to save a fraction ofila.m

Installation of the application is simple and qulitke
GPS connects to the laptop through a USB port,
powered by an included car lighter adaptor. Ifryou
trip is extensive, you'll need a car adaptor to pothe
laptop, and a gadget to connect two adaptors it#ne
like mine, has only one cigarette lighter. The GPS
attaches to the windshield with a small suction ang

it can fall off occasionally. | found that the GREI
work fine just laying on the dash. You should have
floor or dash mount for the laptop, and every tiyoa
start the application, you will have to accept the
warnings from Microsoft about using it in a carher
best way of course is to have a co-pilot and adafe

or cushion will make it comfortable. Laptops get'h

There is a choice for male or female voices for the
verbal directions. These will warn you as you
approach exits or turns. | found that some of the
directions were a little late, especially if youttdving
fast. | did have a few occasions where the diesti
were wrong, right instead of left, or a left turrewn
the exit ramp was to the right.

It's best to print out the maps and directions eeily
maps for the turns and highway exits. Names of the




streets are not given, but | would find it annoytog
hear the names as you cross each street. Hehsng t
name of the route or street where you will turn igou
be helpful. The screen shows your actual speed, th
distance to and direction of your next turn, and
distance and time to your destination.

Conclusion

All in all, Microsoft Streets and Trips 2007 withPG
is a very useful aid for traveling and getting direns
to unfamiliar locations.

It's getting easier to rely on Web-based applicatito
move through your average computing day. For
example, online email programs provide quality
communications, online calendar programs keep us on
schedule, and online word processors and spreadshee
provide access to documents from anywhere.

We use all of these programs through Web browsers
festooned with commands not exactly pertinent o th
tasks at hand. If you have an email window opén al
day, there’s not much need for the Back and Forward
buttons and all of those other toolbars and meinee
more Web pages become like applications, the ntore i
makes sense to open them in their own dedicated
window without extraneous buttons, toolbars, afd ta

The Internet includes at least a couple of optifams
running Web applications more like Desktop
applications. Bubbles, created by 3D3R Software,
offers some very interesting functionality 3D3R
Software’s Bubbles, brings Web applications to the
Desktop with “smart” windows that go beyond a
simple browser without toolbars. For instanceyat
access Gmail in a Bubbles window, you'll get a $mal
notification message in the corner of your Desktop
when you receive new email.

You can Bubble-ize Web sites by opening the Segting
application in the Start menu’s Bubbles folder. fEhe
you'll find a set of popular, pre-existing Bubblsises
that you can turn on or off. Or you can enter @ ne
URL in the field at the top of the screen. Clidlet
checkbox next to a site name to start it automiatica
when your system boots.

Bubbles can place icons for your Web sites in the
Taskbar. From there, it's a quick one click to mpe
Gmail, or other sites you set up in dedicated wiv&lo
Experimenting with Bubbles might offer a glimpse of
the disintegrating line between online and offline.
