Have You Heard

Will you trust your medical information to
Google [or Microsoft or anyone else for

that matter]?

The Cleveland Clinic has announced a partnerstip wi
Google that will essentially be a soft launch oé th
long-awaited Google Health personal health record
service. Privacy concerns may not be too far behind

According to a statementGoogle will help the
Cleveland Clinic to offer personal health records
(PHRs), which are medical data warehouses thawallo
you to share your information with physicians or
anyone else you trust.

The Cleveland Clinic already has a PHR system
dubbed eCleveland Clinic MyChart that has 100,000
patients enrolled. The Google effort is a pilothin

that system; there are a bevy of lesser known soéw
companies that provide PHR systems. Under the
Google pilot the Cleveland Clinic will sign up 1@
10,000 patients. The goal is to test secure exghah
data such as prescriptions, allergies and othevaat
data.

For Googlethe pilot is a good teslf these Web-based
PHR systems are going to work they are going t@hav
to play nice with existing systems already in place
Interoperability has been an issue in the PHR ntarke
which is why folks like Google and Microsoft, which
has already launched HealthValtve an opening.

The concept of a PHR system makes a lot of sense, b
there are key differences between the profilesredfe
by Google and Microsoft and systems from hospitals.
The biggest one: These PHR services from the bkes
Google, Microsoft and RevolutionHealth aren’t
covered by HIPAA (the Health Insurance Portability
and Accountability Act). HIPAA, passed in 1996,
created standards for electronic health care tctioss
and addressed security and privacy issues.

Since the portals behind PHRs don’t technically own
the data—since the user picks and chooses whaittto p
into the repository—there are no HIPAA requirements
Data brokers and medical institutions have HIPAA
requirements.

In a nutshell, these newfangled PHR systems give yo
some privacy protection but it's just what's cowkre
each company’s privacy policy. To me that's atyret

big difference. The gener&bchmeme reactiois that
you shouldn't sign up if you're worried about priya
That's true, but don’t be surprised if these effort
become HIPAA fodder in the future.

In a Knowledge@Wharton articldiscussing the PHR
issue following Microsoft's HealthVault launch Aait

Allen, a law professor at the University of
Pennsylvania said the following.

‘I think it's a great idea to enable consumers to
maintain their own health information. But wheryh

do that and use third party providers, they aréntpk
risks. One can enter a contract with a firm anel ais
service, but that means you have to trust the party
Google, Microsoft or anyone else. Also, realizatth
other parties, including the government, may have
access to that data under subpoena power. Corspanie
can make promises, but they may not be able to keep
the government out of your business.”

That's good food for thought as these Web PHR t&ffor
roll out.

Tips about on line buying

The benefits of safe online shopping must be teetper
by the three C's Care,Compare an€Common sense.

Tips to remember:

- Use a credit card (dedicated to online
purchases), not a debit card.
Set up a separate email account to reduce
spam.
Look at the site. Does it look professional,
are the prices too good to be true, and are
phone number and address legitimate.
Examine the largest image and carefully
read all product descriptions, measurements,
weight, shipping policy, return policy and
satisfaction guarantee.
Shop at sites you know or that are affiliated
with brick and mortar stores.
Be skeptical of reviews and comments.
Before completing purchase, look at the top
of the screen where the address appears for
https:// the “s’ stands for secure. Sometimes
the “s” only appears on the order page.

Review privacy policy.




Look for closed padlock or unbroken key
which are symbols that indicate a secure
site.

Have your computer protected for viruses
and spy ware.

Look for online merchants who are

members of seal-of approval program such
as TRUSTe, Verisign or Better Business
Bureau.

Never give out your pin number, Social

Security Number or any personal

information.

Don’t answer any questions that don’t
relate directly to the purchase.

Never, never, ever respond to phishing
emails

Be skeptical of anything called “FREE”
