Skipping over to the Dell stdre
cheapest desktop range is the Inspiron, and thage s
at $349. The cheapest Dell notebooks start at.$499

Conclusion: Yes, Macs are pricier than Vista syste

spend what they’re willing to spend on somethirf.
the cheapest Mac doesn't fit into the shopper'sgetd
range then they’ll look elsewhere. In much the sam
way that Rolex and Omega wristwatches are
expensive, the price of a Mac is only a downsideif
can't or are unwilling to spend the money.

The real questions shouldn't be are Macs more
expensive than PCs, it should be whether they offer
value for money. Looking at Apple’s current lineup
and comparing it to offerings by other vendorsavé

My guess is that the reason that Macs are labeded a
expensive is that Apple doesn't offer much at the
budget end of the spectrum.
