Finding Related Words 
 

Finding just the right words to say can 
sometimes be a challenge. Fortunately, 
Microsoft Word can help in this regard. One 
of the tools that Word provides is a full 
thesaurus. You can use this tool to find 
alternate words with the same meaning 
(synonyms), words with the opposite 
meaning (antonyms), or related words. 
Related words are typically similar words 
based on the root of the word you specify. 
To find a related word, follow these steps:     

       1.    Position the insertion point in the 
word you wish to check. 

2. Press SHIFT+F7 or choose Language 
from the Tools menu and then 
Thesaurus from the submenu. If you 
are using Word 97 or Word 2000, 
you see the Thesaurus dialog box. If 
you are using Word 2002 or a later 
version, you see the Research task 
pane, with the thesaurus 
information displayed. 
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3. If related words are available for the 
word, you will see the Related 
Words choice in the dialog box or 
the task pane. Click on Related 
Words. 

4. In the Related Words list, select the 
desired related word. 

5. Click on Replace (if using Word 97 or 
Word 2000) or click the down-arrow 
to the right of the related word and 
choose Insert (if using Word 2002 or 
a later version). 

Counting Unique Values 
 

When working with a Microsoft Excel 
worksheet, you sometimes need to know 
the number of unique values in a range of 
cells. For instance, suppose that an 
instructor was teaching the following 
classes: 

104-120 
104-101 
104-119 
104-120 

In this case there are three unique values. 
There is no intuitive worksheet function 
that will return a count of unique values, 
which makes one think that a user-defined 
function (a macro) would be the logical 
approach. However, you can use an array 
formula to very easily derive the desired 
information. Follow these steps: 

1. Define a name that represents the 
range that contains your list. (This 
example assumes the name you 
define is MyRange.) 

2. In the cell where you want the 
number of unique values to appear 
type the following formula, but 
don’t press ENTER yet: 

=SUM(1/COUNTIF(MyRange,MyRange)) 

3. Instead of pressing ENTER, press 
CTRL+SHIFT+ENTER. This informs Excel 
that you are entering an array 
formula. The formula shown in the 
formula bar should now appear as 
follows (notice the addition of the 
surrounding braces, indicative of 
array formulas): 

{=SUM(1/COUNTIF(MyRange,MyRange))} 

That’s it! The cell now contains the number 
of unique name values in the specified 
range. This approach is not case-sensitive, 
so if you have two values that differ only in 
their capitalization (ThisName vs. 
THISNAME), they are both counted as a 
single unique value. In addition, there can 
be no blank cells in the range. (Having a 
blank cell returns #DIV/0 error from the 
formula.) 

If your particular needs require that your 
list contain blanks (but you don’t want them 
counted as a "value") and you want the 
evaluation to be case-sensitive, then you 
have no choice; you must turn to a macro. 
The following VBA macro, CountUnique, will 
do the trick:

The value returned is the # of unique 
values, not counting blanks in the range.

Get that New PC Feeling Back: 
Educating Users on  

Computer Maintenance

Does it take forever to start your PC? Do 
your favorite programs take ages to load? 
Are your programs as slow as molasses? 
Most users try to optimize their PC when it 
runs slow, but take the wrong approach.  
 
A recent research study, commissioned by 
my company (TuneUp) and conducted 
online by Harris Interactive®, has shown the 
need to educate PC users about how to 
keep their computers in top shape.

but then they’re surprised when they still 
have to replace their computers after just 
three or four years. 
 

 
 
While these steps do help, they’re only a 
small part of what users can do to get that 
out-of-the-box performance back. If you 
want true performance, the following 
techniques are proven to effectively soup-
up Windows XP, Vista and Windows 7. 
 

¶ Turn off unwanted startup programs 
to streamline the Windows startup 
process. 

¶ Disable unneeded Windows 
background functionality and 
maintenance tasks to eliminate 
performance drains. 

¶ Concentrate the PCs performance 
only on the programs that a user 
actively uses. By allowing their PCs to 
concentrate entirely on the tasks at 
hand, users will see fewer 
interruptions and faster response 
rates. 

¶ Defragment the disk with intelligent 
software that knows which programs 
you use often and optimizes your 
hard disk to launch them quicker. 
This also helps increase the transfer 
rate when opening, copying, and 
moving files, and improves the 
startup time for Windows. 

 

Now you are probably asking, “How the 
heck do I know what parts of Windows are 
not needed, let alone how to turn 
something off”? You are not alone. Even the 
most advanced users are not able to 
perform file defragmentation by hand or 
focus the PC priority on current active tasks. 
And even if they could, it would take ages 
and eat up so much time on a regular basis. 
This is why an all-in-one utility can be useful 
to have—turning off unwanted startup 
programs, disabling background 
functionality, defragmenting disks, and 
concentrating on the PCs performance.

How to Correct Laptop Display Issues 

 

Q: I have a problem with the display on my 
laptop.  The system was fine when I shut it 
down yesterday, but since my attempt to 
use it today, the screen is incredibly 
pixelated and broken up.  Is this a hardware 
issue?  Are there any ways to correct this if 
it is a software issue?  
 

A: The pixelated screen appears if the 
correct resolution of your display is not set.  
This might happen if you accidently set the 
wrong resolution or if your display driver is 
faulty.  First, try to correct the resolution:  
Right-click on your desktop, select 

“Properties,” and go to the “Settings” (or 
“Display” page if you have Windows Vista).  
Move the slider all the way to the right, if 
you have a flat LCD display; Windows won’t 
allow you to choose a higher resolution on 
your LCD than it’s capable of displaying.  If 
you still have one of the old CRT displays, 
then just move the slider to the right one 
step at a time and test the new setting.  To 
be on the safe side, check your display‘s 
packaging or the manual—the right 
resolution should be listed here.  For 
example, a 24” widescreen LCD typically has 
the resolution 1920x1200.  From there, hit 
“Apply”.  Does your display look right?  Is 
the text sharp?   
 

If your issue is still not corrected, check to 
see if a newly installed driver might have 
caused the pixelated screen.  For XP users, 
right-click on “My Computer,” go to 
“Hardware,” and then click “Device 
Manager”.  Expand “Display Adapters,” and 
double-click the entry of your graphics card 
(i.e. NVIDIA GeForce 9600M GT).  Go to the 
“Driver” section, click “Roll Back Driver,” 
and hit “Yes” to go back to the last driver.  
You may need to work through these steps 
again; if so, hit “Update Driver” to install 
the latest driver available.  
 

For Vista users, right-click on “Computer,” 
and go to “Device Manager.”  Under the 
“Display Adapters” section, double-click on 
the entry of your graphics card (i.e. ATI 
Radeon HD 4870). Go to “Driver,” select 
“Roll Back Driver,” confirm with “Yes,” and 
let your computer restart. Like XP users, 
you may need to work through these steps 
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again, and then hit “Update Driver” to 
install the latest driver available.  
 

Q: When I click on the shutdown button on 
my Windows Vista system, the computer 
just goes into some sort of standby mode.  
Am I not properly shutting down my PC? 
 

A:  By default, the shutdown button makes 
the computer go into “Sleep” mode.  You 
either need to click on the small arrow right 
next to it, or you can manually open up the 
energy options function, and change “Start 
Menu Button” from “Sleep” to “Shutdown.”

Printer drivers: A thing of the past? 
Google, HP seem to think so 

Google outlined how it will get around the 

biggest pickle facing its Chrome operating 

system: It will use its cloud to manage print 

jobs.  The Chrome OS is designed to be 

lightweight and be used on multiple 

devices. And Google can’t keep up with the 

drivers needed to get printers to work.  The 

solution? Use Google’s cloud as a big print 

server. 

Google explains: 

Since in Google Chrome OS all applications 

are web apps, we wanted to design a 

printing experience that would enable web 

apps to give users the full printing 

capabilities that native apps have today. 

Using the one component all major devices 

and operating systems have in common– 

access to the cloud– today we’re 

introducing some preliminary designs for a 

project called Google Cloud Print, a service 

that enables any application (web, desktop,

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or mobile) on any device to print to any 

printer. 

Rather than rely on the local operating 

system (or drivers) to print, apps can use 

Google Cloud Print to submit and manage 

print jobs. Google Cloud Print will then be 

responsible for sending the print job to the 

appropriate printer with the particular 

options the user selected, and returning the 

job status to the app. 

Now it’s way early and Google Print is under 

development. My first reaction is that it 

seems a bit complicated just to print a 

document. A cloud hammer can’t fix 

everything. Yes, printing in the cloud has 

some promise, but this flow chart above 

seems like long way to go to print 

something. 

Indeed, the comments to Google’s blog 

highlight a bit of skepticism. To wit: 

¶ Cool idea, but even putting privacy 

concerns aside, something about shipping a 

print job off to the cloud just to be sent 

back to my printer in my house seems 

unnecessary and wasteful. 

¶ It would be nice to run some 

AJAX/Java on the client to figure out if 

you’re on the same LAN as the printer and 

have an option to bypass putting the job in 

the cloud, which, I assume will save the 

print jobs for future reference. 

¶ This seems to be straightforward, 

brute-force way of doing it. Not that I have 

an alternative solution but I was expecting 

some sort of ‘magic’ to come out of Google 

on this :) 

The good news: Printer drivers are going 

away. There should be some protocol that 

all printers conform to and we call it a day. 

HP earlier this week illustrated that it 

recognizes the need to do something about 

printer drivers and installation. Its solution 

was straightforward: Set it up so any PC 

could connect to any printer (of course it’s 

only the latest from HP). 

HP’s technology is called smart install and 

promises that you’ll be printing in two 

minutes. I get the USB connection thing and 

assume that a wireless connection would 

work in the future. I also doubt I’d buy a 

new printer just for this smart install 

feature. My new Windows 7 machine 

picked up my printer without disks and 

drivers right away so I already got the 

quickly install. 

Add it up and the days of the print driver 

appear to be limited. How we get to that 

point—via a cloud scheme or simple USB 

connection—remains to be seen.  
